Canadian Postal Codes are made up of 6 digits/characters. The sequence is
in AOA 0AO format where A is Alphabetical character and 0 is a numerical
character.

2. CITY

postal address. The name can represent a city, a postal entity, a community
or a municipality name.

3. PROVINCE

This field belongs to the province name of the Postal Code.

4. PROVINCE_ABBR

This is a two-character abbreviation name for the PROVINCE.

5. AREACODE

The telephone area code belonging to the particular Postal code is located.
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
